REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

MAY 2014
MAY 12, 2014 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Welsh, Rhodes, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.   
Chairman’s Comments: Chairman Bullard discussed how and in what format the Board of Commissioners might like a report concerning Economic Development going forward. 
Economic Development Report: Economic Development Director Valerie Duvall provided a report to the Board covering Economic Development activity and operations. No official action was taken.
Minutes: The Minutes from the April Regular Monthly Meeting, the April 8, 2014 Called Meeting, and the April 28, 2014 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
Conditional Use Permit – Personal Care Home, 1041 Chico Road: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Carrie Bradley’s Assisted Living (Gentility, LLC) for the issuance of a Conditional Use Permit for a Personal Care Home (Community Living Arrangement) to be located at 1041 Chico Road. The parcel of land contains 17.89+/- acres designated as part of tax map 157, parcel 2 and is zoned A1. No official action was taken.
Rezoning Request from R2 to B2 and Conditional Use Permit Request- Goodwin Events, Stagecoach Road: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Drew and Marjorie Sorrell of Goodwin Events for a rezoning with a conditional use permit for 10.25+/- acres designated as part of tax map 052, parcel 28A. The property is located on the western portion of Stagecoach Road in Greensboro, Georgia. The zoning would change from R2 to B2, and the Conditional Use is for an upstairs living area to be included as part of a special events equipment storage facility. No official action was taken
Business Items:

Appointment to the Tax Assessor’s Board: The Commissioners received information that the term of Nicholas Antoine on the Tax Assessors Board expires on May 31, 2014. Mr. Antoine has indicated his willingness to continue serving if the Board so desires to re-appoint him. No official action was taken.
Amendment to the Rules of Order:  The Commissioners discussed several areas governed by the Rules of Order that have been slightly adjusted, yet not formally voted upon. It has been proposed that the Board consider going back to one meeting per month where all of the county business is discussed and acted upon during a single meeting. The proposed revisions need to be discussed, revised, and ultimately adopted by the Board. Two versions have been provided, one that changes the meeting schedule to one meeting per month (Version A), the other that leaves the schedule as is (Version B). Both versions address the other minor items to clarify procedural changes made in practice. No official action was taken.
Purchase of Two Ambulances using SPLOST VI funding: A bid process to solicit competitive bids for the purchase of two ambulances was managed by the EMS Director. Peach State Ambulance, Inc., submitted a bid for the two units totaling $299,990.00 ($149.995.00/each). The funding for the two ambulances would come from SPLOST VI pre-funding. No official action was taken.
Purchase of Two Pickup Trucks for Road Department using SPLOST VI funding: A bid process to solicit competitive bids for the purchase of two trucks was managed by the Public Works Director. The lowest bidder is Youngblood Ford in Madison, Georgia at a total cost of $43,980 for both trucks. The funding for the two trucks would come from SPLOST VI pre-funding. No official action was taken.

Resurfacing Project using SPLOST VI funding: The Commissioners reviewed a list of roads that were recommended for resurfacing by the Public Works Director. The project is estimated to cost just under $1 million, but would be paid for using SPLOST VI pre-funding. Commissioner Torbert noted that the suggested motion language would need to be slightly revised. No official action was taken.

Construction Project for EMS Station 2 (Hwy 77 at Brickhouse Road): The Commissioners discussed a project to replace the manufactured home that serves as EMS Station 2 with a new structure. The project would be paid for using SPLOST VI pre-funding. Commissioner Torbert noted that the suggested motion language would need to be slightly revised. No official action was taken.

Resolution establishing the qualifying fee for Special Election purposes relating to the resignation of Titus Andrews, and for other related purposes: The Commissioners reviewed the Resolution that was prepared by the County Attorney to establish the qualifying fee for the District 2 Special Election at $ 252.00. No official action was taken.

Approval of Resolution to Complete Contract to Purchase Land: The Board previously approved a contract to purchase land for the construction of an Economic Development Building. The appraisal was completed and the parties have negotiated the terms of the purchase. To finalize the purchase and move forward, the Board‘s approval of the resolution is needed. No official action was taken.

Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 5:47 p.m.
MAY 15, 2014 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Voting Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Welsh, Rhodes, Torbert, Britt and Chairman Bullard were present. 
Minutes: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the minutes from the April Regular Monthly Meeting, the April 8, 2014 Called Meeting, and the April 28, 2014 Called Meeting. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning:

Conditional Use Permit – Personal Care Home, 1041 Chico Road: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the issuance of a Conditional Use Permit for a Personal Care Home at 1041 Chico Road as requested by Carrie Bradley of Bradley’s Assisted Living (Gentility, LLC). Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried 3-2 with Commissioner Rhodes, Torbert, and Bullard voting in favor, Commissioner Welsh voting against, and Commissioner Britt abstaining.
Rezone Request from R2 to B2 and Conditional Use Permit Request – Goodwin Events, Stagecoach Road: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the rezoning of 10.25+/- acres designated as part of tax Map 052, Parcel 28A from R2 to B2, as well as the issuance of a Conditional Use Permit for living quarters in the upstairs storage facility as requested by Drew and Marjorie Sorrell of Goodwin Events. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Appointment to the Tax Assessor’s Board: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to appoint Nicholas Antoine to the Greene County Tax Assessors Board for a three-year term beginning 6/1/2014 and ending May 31, 2017. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Amendment to the Rules of Order: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to adopt Version B of the revised Rules of Order for the Board of Commissioners, making the revised Rules effective upon adoption. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Purchase of Two Ambulances using SPLOST VI funding: Commissioner Welsh motioned to approve the purchase of two replacement ambulances from Peach State Ambulance, Inc. at a total cost of $ 299,990.00 using SPLOST VI Funding. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Purchase of Two Pickup Trucks for Road Department using SPLOST VI funding: Commissioner Welsh motioned to approve the purchase of two trucks form Youngblood Ford at a total cost of $ 43,980.00 using SPLOST VI Funding. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Resurfacing Project using SPLOST VI funding: Chairman Bullard motioned to approve a resurfacing project using SPLOST VI funding that includes CM Copelan Road, Twin Rivers Road and Twin Rivers Lane, Askew Road, Hensley Road on the Penfield end, and Bill Duvall Road at an estimated cost of $ 943,740.00, and that the project will be bid out in accordance with the Public Works Construction Law. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Construction Project for EMS Station 2 (Hwy 77 at Brickhouse Road): Commissioner Bullard motioned to approve the construction project for EMS Station 2 using SPLOST VI funds not to exceed $ 575,000.00, and to declare the existing manufactured home and two-bay garage located on the property as surplus property. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Resolution establishing the qualifying fee for Special Election purposes relating to the resignation of Titus Andrews, and for other related purposes: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2014.5.15 establishing the qualifying fee for the special election relating to the resignation of Titus Andrews, and to waive the reading of the resolution. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Approval of Resolution to Complete Contract to Purchase Land: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve resolution 2014.5.15 (b) to approve the execution, delivery and performance of a contract with Tara West, LLP relating to the County’s acquisition of a 1.05 acre parcel adjoining State Route 44; and for other purposes, and to waive the reading of the resolution. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried 4-1 with Commissioner Britt, Welsh, Torbert, and Bullard voting in favor. Commissioner Rhodes voting against.
Executive Session: The Commissioners went into Executive Session at 5:37 and returned from Executive Session at 5:47.
Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 5:47 p.m.
