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  GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JUNE 2014
JUNE 9, 2014 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Welsh, Rhodes, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.  
Chairman’s Comments: The Chairman discussed the need for the Board of Commissioners to have a retreat to discuss various items and asked for the Commissioners to convey their availability to County staff.
Minutes: The Minutes from the May Regular Monthly Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:

Conditional Use Permit – Personal Care Home, 4520 Hwy 77 North (Robert & Cornelia Randolph): The Commissioners reviewed a request from Robert & Cornelia Randolph for the issuance of a Conditional Use Permit for a Personal Care Home (Community Living Arrangement) to be located at 4520 Hwy 77 North. This parcel of land contains 5.0+/- acres designated as part of Tax Map 100, Parcel 5A and is zoned A2. The item was discussed, with the Commissioners asking for various items and clarifications from the applicant. No official action was taken.
Special Use Permit – Telecommunications Tower (RETEL Services – AT&T): The Commissioners reviewed a request from RETEL Services for a Special Use Permit for a telecommunications tower (ATT&T) on 457+/- acres of land owned by Plum Creek on Leslie Mill Road in Greensboro, GA. The parcel of land is designated as part of Tax Map 091, Parcel 66 and is zoned A1. Commissioners Welsh noticed a discrepancy on the tower height, and the applicant was advised to submit a corrected drawing that conclusively indicates the subject tower’s height. No official action was taken.
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License – Armor Bridge Marina, LLC (DBA the Boat House at Harbor Club): The Commissioners received information that Brandon Matney of Armor Bridge marina, LLC is seeking to open a convenience store and marina at the former Granite Shoals Marina site. Mr. Matney has requested the issuance of Retail Package Dealer license for beer and wine. No official action was taken.
Alcoholic Beverage License – Armor Bridge Marina, LLC (DBA Smoke on the Water):  The Commissioners received information that Brandon Matney of Armor Bridge Marina, LLC is seeking to open a new restaurant at the former Granite Shoals Marina site. Mr. Matney has requested the issuance of a consumption on the premises license for beer and wine. No official action was taken.
Appointment to the Lake Oconee Area Development Authority: The Commissioners received information that the term on the Lake Oconee Area Development Authority will expire on 12/31/2016. The Board had appointed Becky Cronic to serve as one of the two County appointees, but due to Becky Cronic’s resignation, the Board needs to designate an appointment by motion and vote to fill the remaining term. The terms are for five years. No official action was taken.
Appointment to the Greene County Board of Family and Children Services: The Commissioners received information that the term for Mrs. Orion Motley on the Board of Family and Children Services expires on 6/30/2014. Based on the attendance policy of the BOC, Mrs. Motley has not satisfied the requirements by attending the requisite percentage required under the BOC policy. The vacancy needs to be filled by Board action. No official action was taken.

Resolution Establishing a Moratorium on Personal Care Homes Including Public Hearing: The Board discussed imposing a six-month moratorium on emergency care facilities and services and the County’s role in regulating or inspecting Personal Care Homes to ensure compliance with fire codes. An ad hoc zoning group will begin drafting revised regulations to address areas of the County’s Code of Ordinances where regulations can be improved. A legal notice was published in the Herald Journal advising the public of the proposed moratorium and the opportunity to speak at the June 9th work session. No members of the public signed up to speak. No official action was taken.

Georgia Department of Corrections Contract – Inmate Work Detail: The Commissioners reviewed the contracts with the Department of Corrections to provide an inmate detail for litter pick-up in the unincorporated portions of the county. The work detail has been beneficial to the county and many positive comments have been made, especially regarding the litter abatement. No official action was taken.

Adjustment to the 2014 Christmas Holiday Schedule: The Commissioners discussed the fact that Christmas Holidays fall on a Wednesday and Thursday, necessitating that the County employees return to work on Friday. The Commissioners discussed adding a half-day holiday to the calendar, with staff reporting to work the morning of Christmas Eve Day and having the afternoon, Christmas Day, and the day after Christmas off. No official action was taken.

Approval of Third-Party Operator Contract – Thorne Transportation: The Commissioners received notice from Advantage Behavioral Health Systems that they will no longer serve as the third-party operator for the County’s Section 5311 Rural Transportation Program. A request for proposal was issued for a new third-party operator to take over the County’s Section 5311 Program. Thorne Transportation is the recommended subcontractor. The attached contract mirrors the arrangement the County has held for years with Advantage Behavioral Health Systems. No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 5:39 p.m.
JUNE 12, 2014 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Voting Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Welsh, Rhodes, Torbert, Britt and Chairman Bullard were present.  
Minutes: Commissioner Welsh motioned to approve the minutes from the May Regular Monthly Meeting Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Planning & Zoning:

Conditional Use Permit – Personal Care Home, 4520 Hwy 77 North (Robert & Cornelia Randolph): Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the issuance of a Conditional Use Permit for a Personal Care Home at 4520 Hwy 77 North as requested by Robert and Cornelia Randolph. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Special Use Permit – Telecommunications Tower (RETEL Services – AT&T): The applicant did not attend the meeting or re-submit corrected drawings for the subject tower to clarify the tower’s height. Commissioner Torbert motioned to table the item. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License – Armor Bridge Marina, LLC (DBA The Boat House at Harbor Club): Commissioner Welsh motioned to approve an alcoholic beverage license for retail package sales of beer & wine for Armor Bridge Marina, LLC, doing business as The Boat House at Harbor Club, for the convenience store and marina to be located at 3991 Walker Church Road in the name of J. Brandon Matney as the holder of the license. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Alcoholic Beverage License – Armor Bridge Marina, LLC (DBA Smoke on the Water): Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve an alcoholic beverage license for consumption on the premises for Beer & Wine for Armor Bridge Marina, LLC, doing business as Smoke on the Water for the restaurant to be located at 3991 Walker Church Road in the name of J. Brandon Matney as the holder of the license. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Appointment to the Lake Oconee Area Development Authority: Commissioner Welsh motioned to appoint Robert Lofgren to the Lake Oconee Area Development Authority to fill the vacant Greene County seat having a term that expires 12/31/2016. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Appointment to the Greene County Board of Family and Children Services: Commissioner Torbert motioned to appoint Margaret Keck to the Greene County Board of Family and Children Services for a term beginning 7/1/2014 and ending 6/30/2019. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Resolution Establishing a Moratorium on Personal Care Homes Including Public Hearing: Commissioner Welsh motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2014.6.12 imposing, among other things, a moratorium on applications for conditional use permits to establish personal care homes in unincorporated Greene County, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Georgia Department of Corrections Contract – Inmate Work Detail: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the contract between the Georgia Department of Corrections as an agency of the State of Georgia, and the Greene County Board of Commissioners for the inmate work detail. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Adjustment to the 2014 Christmas Holiday Schedule: Commissioner Welsh motioned to approve the additional ½ day holiday for Christmas such that the second half of the day on December 24th will be a ½ day holiday, and December 25th and 26th will both be full-day holidays. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Approval of Third-Party Operator Contract – Thorne Transportation: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the contract for third party operator Thorne Transportation to serve as the County’s subcontractor of the Section 5311 Transportation Program. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Executive Session: Chairman Bullard motioned to enter into Execution Session to discuss pending litigation matters. Commissioner Britt seconded. The Board entered Executive Session at 5:14 p.m. by unanimous vote. Commissioner Welsh motioned to re-enter Regular Session at 5:29 p.m. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously. Chairman Bullard indicated that pending litigation was discussed and that no action was taken. 
Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 5:29 p.m.
