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  GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING
AUGUST 2014
AUGUST 11, 2014 WORK SESSION:
Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:00 p.m.
Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Welsh, Rhodes, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Chairman’s Comments: Chairman Bullard advised that Old Salem Fire Rescue, Incorporated’s Board wanted to make a presentation to the Commissioners concerning its request for more tax district funding. He added that the Commissioners will not be making a decision at the work session, or the voting session. Instead, the Commissioners will consider Old Salem’s request as part of the budgeting process in the coming weeks.
Petitions & Communications:
Old Salem Fire Rescue, Inc.: Old Salem Fire Department president Buddy Watts went before the Board requesting a $56,000 increase for the Old Salem Fire Department. The Board discussed the request with Mr. Watts and various representatives of the Old Salem Fire Department. No action was taken.
Minutes: The Minutes from the July 2014 Regular Monthly Meeting and the July 22, 2014 Called Meeting/Retreat were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary. No corrections were noted. No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:
Rezoning Request from A2 to B2 – Lloyd T. Whitaker: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Jay Dell, on behalf of Lloyd T. Whitaker for rezoning approval for 36.44 acres of land located on US278 (Union Point Highway) directly across from the airport. The property is currently zoned A2 and the applicant is requesting rezoning to B2. No official action was taken.
Final Plat Approval Request – Traditions at Carey Station, Phase I: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Reynolds Development and Management Group and Carey Station Communities, LLC for Final Plat approval for Phase 1 of Traditions at Carey Station. The parcel of land contains 8.59 acres of land zoned CPUD located off of North Campus Drive and will create 21 single family residential lots. No official action was taken.
Rezoning Request from LC to LR1 – Vintage Land, LLC; Salem Plantation: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Vintage Land, LLC for rezoning approval for 12.85 acres of land located in the Salem Plantation Subdivision on Katherine Lane. The property is currently zoned LC and the applicant is requesting rezoning to LR1. No official action was taken. 
Preliminary Plat Approval Request – Vintage Land, LLC; Salem Plantation: The Commissioners reviewed a request from Vintage Land, LLC for Preliminary Plat approval for Section D of Salem Plantation creating 7 residential lots. The parcel of land contains 12.85 acres of land located in the Salem Plantation Subdivision on Katherine Lane. No official action was taken.
Business Items:
Appointment to the Greene County Development Authority: The Commissioners received information that the term of John Myers on the Development Authority expired on June 30, 2014, and he has continued serving until the County names a replacement. Terms are for four-year periods, and appointments require Board action. Mr. Myers has retired and has chosen not to seek reappointment. No official action was taken.
Senior Center Meals Contract:  The Commissioners received information regarding the contract for Senior Center meals through G.A. Food Service. The vendor has provided the County with a proposed contract that was negotiated on a region-wide basis for the provision of meals for the Senior Center. If the county wants to continue to utilize this vendor along with the other senior centers, the contract needs to be approved by the Board. No official action was taken.
Adoption of New Board of Health Environmental Health Rules and Regulations: The Commissioners were informed that the Greene County Board of Health adopted new Environmental Health Rules and Regulations pursuant to changes made at the State level. In order for these revisions to be effective, the Board of Commissioners must also adopt the new regulations. A public hearing was held by the Board of Health. No official action was taken.
Georgia DOT Section 5311 Program Application Resolution: The Commissioners reviewed the Section 5311 Program application Authorizing Resolution that the County submits annually to the Department of Transportation for the Section 5311 Program operated by a third-party operator (Thorne Transportation). The Resolution requires Board approval. No official action was taken.
Resolution to Amend ACCG 401 (a) Defined Contribution Program Adoption Agreement Amendment: The Commissioners discussed changing the county's ACCG 401(a) defined contribution plan to adjust the contribution levels. The Commissioners would continue to match what employees contribute to their retirement, up to five percent, but rather than issue an automatic two percent, employees will have to have "ownership" in their future retirement plans by contributing to receive the county match. The overall county benefit package remains competitive as the basic retirement plan, a defined benefit plan, remains unchanged with the county covering 100% of the cost of this retirement plan. No official action was taken.
Budget Adjustments: The Commissioner received information that several budget adjustments have been identified and require Board approval. While no official action was taken, the Board discussed the following adjustments: 
· The first budget adjustment is necessary to reallocate budgeted funds to cover the allocation of phone service charges due to the recent fiber project upgrade.
· The second budget adjustment is necessary to account for reimbursements received associated with training in the Probate Court. 
· The third budget adjustment is necessary to move funds budgeted in the E911 Fund for the replacement of all of the dispatchers’ chairs in the operations room. The funds were budgeted under equipment greater than $5,000.00, but each chair cost less than $5,000.00. No additional funding is involved, just moving funds from one line to another that requires Board approval.
· The fourth budget adjustment is to transfer funds from various accounts to provide funding for network equipment. This project will likely span over three fiscal years, but the initial project will replace vital network components that are beyond their life cycle and necessary to upgrade the county’s overall network. Additional funds will be budgeted in FY2015 to complete the next phase, then additional funding in FY2016.
Resolution Approving the Termination of Probation Services Contracts Relating to the Greene County Probate Court and Greene County Magistrate:  The Board received a request by Judge Ogletree that the Board, pursuant to the 2004 contract, cancel the contract for monitoring of probation services. Judge Prior also requested that the contract be cancelled. No official action was taken.
Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 6:05 p.m.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Voting Session to order at 5:00 p.m.
Roll Call: Commissioners Welsh, Rhodes, Torbert, Britt and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Minutes: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the minutes from the July 2014 Regular Monthly Meeting and the July 22nd, 2014 Called Meeting/Retreat. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Planning & Zoning:
Rezoning Request from A2 to B2 – Lloyd T. Whitaker: Commissioner Welsh motioned to approve the rezoning request submitted by Jay Dell on behalf of Lloyd T. Whitaker to rezone 36.44 acres of land located on Union Point Highway across from the Greene County Airport from A2 to B2, said land being designated as part of tax map 86, parcel 109 and tax map 105, parcel 15. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Final Plat Approval Request – Traditions at Carey Station, Phase I: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the Final Plat request for Phase One of Traditions at Carey Station submitted by Reynolds Development and Management Group and Carey Station Communities, LLC creating 21 single-family residential lots from 8.59 acres located off of North Campus Drive. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried 4-1 with Commissioner Britt, Rhodes, Torbert and Bullard voting in favor. Commissioner Welsh abstained.
Rezoning Request from LC to LR1 – Vintage Land, LLC; Salem Plantation: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the rezoning request submitted by Vintage Land, LLC to rezone 12.85 acres of land located in the Salem Plantation Subdivision on Katherine Lane from LC to LR1, said land being designated as part of tax map 57 A, parcel 16. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Preliminary Plat Approval Request – Vintage Land, LLC; Salem Plantation: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat request submitted by Vintage Land, LLC creating 7 residential single-family lots in the Salem Plantation Subdivision known as Section D. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Business Items:
Appointment to the Greene County Development Authority: Commissioner Torbert motioned to appoint Mark Lipscomb to the Greene County Development Authority to serve a term beginning August 14, 2014 and ending June 30, 2018. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried 4-1 with Commissioner Welsh, Rhodes, Torbert and Bullard voting in favor. Commissioner Britt abstained.
Senior Center Meals Contract: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the contract between the Greene County Senior Center and G.A. Food Services of Pinellas County, Inc. for the provision of meals for the Senior Center. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Adoption of New Board of Health Environmental Health Rules and Regulations: Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the new Environmental Health Rules and Regulations adopted by the Greene County Board of Health during their July 8, 2014 meeting. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Georgia DOT Section 5311 Program Application Resolution: Commissioner Britt motioned to adopt the Resolution authorizing the filing of an application with the Georgia Department of Transportation and the United States Department of Transportation for a grant for public assistance under Section 5311 of the Federal Transit laws under Chapter 53 of Title 49 of the United States Code for the annual operating and capital assistance for the Section 5311 Transportation Program, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Resolution to Amend ACCG 401 (a) Defined Contribution Program Adoption Agreement Amendment: Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the Resolution to Amend ACCG 401 (a) Defined Contribution Program Adoption Agreement, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to reallocate funds budgeted in Fiscal Year 2014 for communications expenses to appropriately account for the fiber upgrade project. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motioned carried unanimously. Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to account for reimbursements received for training in the Probate Court Office. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously. Commissioner Welsh motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to move the funds budgeted in the E911 Fund under equipment greater than $ 5,000.00 to the line item for equipment less than $ 5,000.00. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motioned carried unanimously. Commissioner Torbert motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments as presented to provide funding to upgrade network equipment. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Resolution Approving the Termination of Probation Services Contracts Relating to the Greene County Probate Court and Greene County Magistrate: Commissioner Welsh motioned to approve the Resolution Number 2014.8.14 (a) Approving the Termination of Probation Services Contracts Relating to the Greene County Probate Court and Greene County Magistrate Court, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
