OCTOBER 16, 2014WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Torbert, Welsh, Rhodes, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Petition & Communications - Georgia Forestry Annual Report: Chief Ranger Tracy Graham provided an annual report to the Board covering Georgia Forestry activity and operations. No official action was taken.
Minutes: The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted. Commissioner Welsh motioned to approve the Minutes from the September Regular Monthly Meeting, September 16, 2014 Called Budget Meeting, and the September 25, 2014 Called Budget Meeting. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Planning & Zoning:

Preliminary Plat Approval Request – Oconee Land Development Company, Horseshoe Bend, Section III: The Commissioners received a request from Oconee Land Development Company, LLC for Preliminary Plat Approval for Horseshoe Bend Section III creating 13 residential lots. The parcel of land is zoned PUD and contains 22.56 acres of land, of which 17.93 acres will be used for this project, located in Reynolds Plantation at the end of Linger Longer Drive. Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat request submitted by Oconee Land Development Company, LLC creating 13 residential single-family lots in the Reynolds Plantation Subdivision known as Horseshoe Bend, Section III. Commissioner Torbert seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application – The House of Jack, 1991 E. Broad St.: The Commissioners received information that Alicia Evans is seeking to open a new restaurant and lounge at 1991 East Broad Street. Ms. Evans has requested the issuance of a consumption on the premises license. Commissioner Rhodes motioned to approve an alcoholic beverage license for consumption on the premises for Liquor, Beer and Wine for the “The House of Jack” Restaurant and Lounge for the location at 1991 East Broad Street in the name of Alicia Evans as the holder of the License. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution Declaring Certain Property as Surplus Property:  The Commissioners received information that there are a number of vehicles that have exhausted their useful life to the County as well as some other items that need to be considered for surplus. Commissioner Britt motioned to approve Resolution Number 2014.10.16 (a) declaring certain property as surplus property and authorizing the disposal of such property in accordance with Board Policy, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Rhodes seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Probation Services Agreement for the Greene County Superior Court: The Commissioners received and requested from Judge Prior the Chief Judge of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit that the County approve the same contract for the provision of probation services for the Greene County Superior Court that the Board approved at the request of the Probate Judge for probation services provided by Judicial Alternatives of Georgia. Commissioner Welsh motioned to approve the Probation Services Agreement with Judicial Alternatives of Georgia, Inc. for probation services provided to the Superior Court of Greene County. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Request from the Ocmulgee Drug Task Force: The Commissioners received and requested from the Commander of the Ocmulgee Drug Task Force that the Board share revenue derived from a case that is close to final adjudication given that the task force was partnered with the Greene County Sheriff’s Office at the time the case was made. Commissioner Torbert motion to approve the necessary budget adjustments in the FY2015 budget to recognize revenue relating to the seizure involving the Ocmulgee Drug Task Force, and to approve the revenue sharing and necessary budget adjustments to provide the Task Force with 50% of the revenue received. Commissioner Welsh seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Budget Adjustments: The Commissioners received a listing of the necessary budget adjustments that are addressed each year in preparation for the annual audit. These adjustments are identified by staff to address adjustments to maintain compliance with State requirements. The adjustments often range from simple recognition of grant proceeds received with related expenses, to adjustments needed for accruals made during the audit process for payroll-related items. Commissioner Rhodes motioned to adopt the Budget Adjustments identified for the 2014 Fiscal Year End as submitted for all Funds. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Adjournment: Before adjournment, Chairman Bullard noted that elections were coming up. He thanked everyone who is running, wished them all luck, and commended the candidates for their willingness to serve. The meeting was adjourned at 5:25 p.m.
