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  GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

MAY 2015
MAY 11, 2015 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Deering, Smith, Human, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Chairman’s Comments: Chairman Bullard shared details of the Rural Cancer Awareness Initiative and its efforts to increase awareness of breast cancer’s devastating effects and the higher incidence of breast cancer among minorities in Greene County. He met with Dr. Vassey and others to discuss initiatives to increase awareness and share information on resources available to the community. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the April 2015 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the March 9, 2015 and April 13, 2015 Executive Session were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  Commissioner Smith noted the need for one change to the Budget Adjustment item. No official action was taken. 
Business Items:

Planning & Zoning Board Appointment – At-Large Appointment: The Commissioners received information that the term of Mr. Doran Samples is due to expire on June 30, 2015 on the Planning & Zoning Board. Mr. Samples has served as the At-Large representative. No official action was taken.
Tax Assessor’s Board Appointment:  The Commissioners received information that the term of L.P. “Peanut” O’Neal on the Tax Assessors Board expires on June 30, 2015. No official action was taken.
Resolution Authorizing Contract for Services with the Historical Society: The Board included $2,000.00 in the Fiscal Year 2015 Budget to provide funding support to the Greene County Historical Society to facilitate their role in storing, archiving, and handling historically significant items owned by Greene County. In order to distribute the funding the allocation, a contract is required. No official action was taken.
Resolution to Revert Zoning on Tax Parcel 0560000003B: The Board approved the rezoning of 31.29 acres on May 16, 2013 for REA Ventures Group LLC. PS- Holdings, LLC instituted a lawsuit in June of 2013 seeking to invalidate the zoning action for various reasons. The Superior Court vacated the zoning action causing the zoning classification to revert back to the prior B2 designation. The Board is required to recognize the action of the Court and take administrative action to facilitate the reversion of the property’s zoning classification from LR2 to B2. No official action was taken.

Resolution Authorizing SPLOST VI Resurfacing Project: The Commissioners reviewed a list of roads that were recommended for resurfacing. The allocation will total an estimated $660,222.68. No official action was taken.

Resolution Authorizing Traffic Signal Project: The County has been working with the Georgia Department of Transportation (GDOT) for several years to improve safety and efficiency of the Carey Station Road intersection with State Route 44. The County submitted a Special Encroachment Permit seeking the approval of GDOT to permit the installation of a traffic signal at this intersection. The permit has been approved allowing the project to move forward, but a budget adjustment is needed to fund the project. No official action was taken.

Letter of Commitment to GDOT – Carey Station Interchange: The interchange at Carey Station Road and Interstate 20 was approved by the Federal Highway Administration. Before engineering design and environmental review can take place using remaining and available federal monies, the funding for acquiring right-of-way has to be identified. A Letter of Commitment to GDOT from Greene County committing to acquire the right-of-way necessary for the interchange was drafted. No official action was taken.

Budget Adjustments: The Commissioners reviewed information that two budget adjustments have been identified that require Board approval. The adjustments include:

· The first budget adjustment is necessary to transfer funds budgeted under Probate Court to Magistrate Court to cover costs associated with equipment purchases. The proposed adjustment re-allocates $730.00.

· The second budget adjustment is necessary to increase the overall budget to cover the costs associated with the unanticipated City of Greensboro election, and the separate unanticipated election for the State Representative seat. The City of Greensboro reimburses the County for the City election.

 No official action was taken.

Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 5:31 p.m.
MAY 18, 2015 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Voting Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Deering, Smith, Human, Britt and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Chairman’s Comments: Chairman Bullard apologized for recent disagreements and tension among Board members and asked fellow Commissioners to let him know when he is being condescending or some other disagreement arises and needs to be addressed. He offered one-on-one meetings with fellow Commissioners to prevent issues from festering. He also advised that he wanted to bring back Commissioners’ reports at the end of the meeting. He mentioned that he had a meeting concerning affordable housing with a developer and others, and Commissioner Human added that he’s working on a similar initiative with USDA to increase awareness of housing and financing options. He concluded with an update on the Workplace Fundamentals class and that all graduates of the program were offered a job.
Minutes: Commissioner Human motioned to approve the minutes from the April 2015 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the March 9, 2015 and April 13, 2015 Executive Sessions. Commissioner Deering seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Planning & Zoning Board Appointment – At-Large Appointment: Commissioner Deering motioned to appoint Doran Samples to the Greene County Planning & Zoning Board as the At-Large representative for a three-year term beginning 7/1/2015 and ending 6/30/2018. Commissioner Smith seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Tax Assessor’s Board Appointment: Commissioner Deering motioned to appoint L.P. “Peanut” O’Neal to the Greene County Tax Assessors Board for a three-year term beginning 7/1/2015 and ending 7/30/2018. Commissioner Human seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution Authorizing Contract for Services with the Historical Society: Commissioner Human motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2015.5.14 (a) authorizing the execution of a contract with the Greene County Historical Society, Inc., and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Deering seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution to Revert Zoning on Tax Parcel 0560000003B: Commissioner Smith  motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2015.5.14 (b) facilitating the reversion of the zoning classification from LR2 to B2 for the 31.29 acre tract rezoned on May 16, 2013 for REA Ventures Group, LLC, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Deering seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Resolution Authorizing SPLOST VI Resurfacing Project: Commissioner Human motioned to approve Resolution Number 2015.5.14 (c) authorizing a resurfacing project utilizing SPLOST VI funding, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Deering seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Resolution Authorizing Traffic Signal Project: Commissioner Human motioned to approve Resolution Number 2015.5.14 (d) authorizing the Carey Station Road/State Route 44 traffic signal installation project, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Deering seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Letter of Commitment to GDOT – Carey Station Interchange: Commissioner Human motioned to approve the submission of a Letter of Commitment to the Georgia Department of Transportation committing to acquire the right-of-way necessary for the Carey Station Interchange at I-20 Project as a local contribution to the Project. Commissioner Bullard seconded. Commissioner Smith asked for clarification as to the letter’s intention, and County Manager Lombard advised that the letter isn’t binding but necessary to keep the project moving through GDOT’s process. Motioned carried unanimously.
Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Deering motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to reallocate $730.00 budgeted in Fiscal Year 2015 in the Probate Court Budget to the Magistrate Court Budget to cover equipment purchases. Commissioner Smith seconded. Motioned carried unanimously. Commissioner Human motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to recognize the reimbursement from the City of Greensboro for the City election, along with additional revenue realized from Title Ad Valorem Tax, to offset expenses associated with two unanticipated elections. Commissioner Deering seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Commissioner’s Report:

District One Commissioner Deering had no report but thanked the Chairman.

District Two Commissioner Smith discussed proposed changes to Greensboro’s Zoning overlay advertised in the paper.

District Three Commissioner Human advised that he’s working with Economic Development Director Valerie Duvall on a housing initiative with the USDA. He added that he’s met with the Recreation Director to discuss the Recreation Department’s future.
District Four Commissioner had no report.

Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 5:33 p.m.
