REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

JUNE 2015
JUNE 8, 2015 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Deering, Smith, Human, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Chairman’s Comments: Chairman Bullard mentioned that there was an ACCG leadership conference coming up and that he was the legislative delegate for the Commission. He asked the Commissioners to continue looking for citizens to serve on the beautification committee. He advised that there were 10 applicants for the County Attorney and solicited email feedback from the Commissioners listing their top picks. He acknowledged that a local newspaper opinion characterizing the Commission as dysfunctional was right and that the Commissioners are continuing to work to correct that issue. Finally, he announced that U.S. Senator Johnny Isakson’s staff will be in the County offices June 29th from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m. for constituents that want to come by. 
Minutes: The Minutes from the May 2015 Regular Monthly Meeting, the May 7, 2015 Called Meeting, and the May 13, 2015 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Application – Maria’s Cantina, LLC: The Commissioners received information that Maria Pogue has requested for an alcoholic beverage license permitting the sale of liquor, beer & wine for a new restaurant to be located at 1010 Park Place, Suite 101. No official action was taken.
Dispatch Services Intergovernmental Agreement:  The Board has discussed the dispatch services being provided to the City of Union Point, and the costs associated with such dispatch services being borne by the County instead of the City of Union Point. The arrangement in place for dispatch services provided to the City of Greensboro properly includes the provision that the City of Greensboro reimburses the County for such costs. The Board has discussed this matter and indicated that arrangements with Union Point should be implemented to establish equity for the manner in which the costs of these are funded for the taxpayers and the City of Greensboro. No official action was taken.
Revenue Bond Expenses: The Commissioners heard from attorney Barry Fleming concerning his work for the Development Authority to determine what the Development Authority’s obligation might be in relation to attorney fees possibly being owed to bond counsel King & Spalding. The Commissioners asked Mr. Fleming various questions, and the Commissioners received comments from Annie Grant. No official action was taken.
Executive Session: None
Commissioners’ Reports:

District One Commissioner Deering reported that the new resurfacing on the Veazey Road has been greatly needed and residents are happy.

District Two Commissioner Smith reported that he spoke with the Georgia Department of Transportation about trees overhanging Highway 15. DOT advised that the bucket truck was not functioning, but once it is fixed, the trees would be addressed.
District Three Commissioner Human shared that he was working to obtain pricing on an outdoor splash pad as another recreation amenity for the community. He also advised that he met with the Georgia State Patrol on their desire to move the Madison Post to Greensboro, discussing their building and facility needs.
District Four Commissioner Britt congratulated Maria Pogue on the opening of her restaurant and welcomed her to the community.

Commissioner Deering seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
