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  GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

AUGUST 2015
AUGUST 10, 2015 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Deering, Smith, Human, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Chairman’s Comments: Chairman Bullard announced that the budget process was underway and that the millage rate should go down. He also discussed the traffic congestion around Carey Station Road and West Lake Road, acknowledging the many emails received from the public asking the Commission to address the issue.
Minutes: The Minutes from the July 2015 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the July 29, 2015 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Request: The Commissioners received information that Reynolds Plantation has many alcoholic beverage licenses in place for their restaurant, golf, and operational outlets. Most of the applications have been previously approved by the Board of Commissioners with Gray Ferguson listed as the local agent. Daniel Clubhouse Management LLC desires to change the licensee on these existing licenses, and desires to add three additional licenses. No official action was taken.
Senior Center Meals Contract:  The Commissioners received information regarding the contract for Senior Center meals through G.A. Food Service. The vendor has provided the County with a proposed contract that was negotiated on a region-wide basis. No official action was taken.
Public Defender’s Contract: The Commissioners received information regarding the annual approval of a contract between the County and the Circuit Public Defender’s Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit. The funding will be included in the 2016 Budget. No official action was taken.
Revision to the ACCG Defined Benefit Plan: The Commissioners reviewed information regarding the Association of County Commissioners of Georgia (ACCG) Defined Benefit Plan that is provided for the County employees and certain specified elected officials. To remain in compliance with federal laws, new plan documents must be adopted by each participating County. No official action was taken.

Budget Adjustment Request: The Commissioners received information that the Sheriff’s Office has requested a budget adjustment that requires approval from the Board before it can be implemented. The request would re-allocate 15,000.00 in funds budgeted under regular employee’s salaries to cover costs associated with a proposed IT audit and assessment effort. No official action was taken.

Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 5:16 p.m.
AUGUST 13, 2015 VOTING SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Voting Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Deering, Smith, Human, Britt and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Chairman’s Comments: Chairman Bullard read an email from Athens Tech’s Sibley Bryan outlining the success of the Workplace Fundamentals class’ graduates in finding local employment. He then expressed his concerns over statements made by officials of the Development Authority. Finally, he said that Lake Oconee Academy has been a very big part of economic development in Greene County, and he applauded the patience of Lake Oconee Academy parents and others affected by the traffic congestion in the area while the Commissioners weigh options to address the issue.
Minutes: Commissioner Human motioned to approve the minutes from the July 2015 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the July 29, 2015 Called Meeting. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Business Items:

Alcoholic Beverage License Request: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve Resolution Number 2015.8.13 (a) regarding changes to existing Alcoholic Beverage Licenses issued to Daniel Clubhouse Management, LLC, as well as approving three additional licenses for Daniel Clubhouse Management, LLC, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Deering seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Senior Center Meals Contract: Commissioner Smith motioned to approve the contract between the Greene County Senior Center and G.A. Food Services of Pinellas County, Inc. for the provision of meals for the Senior Center. Commissioner Deering seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Public Defender’s Contract: Commissioner Deering motioned to approve the Georgia Indigent Defense Services Agreement between the Circuit Public Defender’s Office of the Ocmulgee Judicial Circuit and the County. Commissioner Human seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Revision to the ACCG Defined Benefit Plan: Commissioner Human motioned to approve Resolution Number 2015.8.13 (b) to adopt the ACCG 2014 Amended and Restated Defined Benefit Plan, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Budget Adjustment Request: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments to reallocate $ 15,000.00 budgeted in Fiscal Year 2015 in the Sheriff’s Office Regular Employees line item to cover costs associated with an IT audit and assessment. Commissioner Human seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Vacant Position on Tourism Committee: The Chairman advised that there are multiple vacant seats on the Tourism Committee, making it difficult for the group to establish quorum and meet. The vacant seats have been listed on the County website for some time, and two applications have been received through the website. Commissioner Smith motioned to appoint Russell Wall and Kendrick Ward to the Tourism Committee. Commissioner Deering seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
Executive Session: Commissioner Human motioned to enter into Executive Session to discuss ongoing litigation with the county attorney. Commissioner Britt seconded. The Board entered executive session at 5:20 p.m. by unanimous vote after the Commissioners’ reports.
Commissioner’s Report: 
District One Commissioner Angela Walker Deering had no report.

District Two Commissioner Jeffery Smith had no report. 

District Three Commissioner Jon Human added that the traffic congestion around Lake Oconee Academy is a public safety concern that needs to be addressed. 

District Four Commissioner Jimmy Britt said that addressing the traffic congestion around Lake Oconee Academy should be addressed after the pending litigation and legal issues are settled.
Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 6:25 p.m.
