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GREENE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

AUGUST 28, 2015 CALLED MEETING

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the meeting to order at 9:00am.
Roll Call: Commissioners Deering, Smith, Human, Britt and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Lombard.
Alcoholic Beverage License – Pickle Barrel Café & Sports: Pickle Barrel Café & Sports is requesting a consumption on the premises license for liquor, beer, & wine.  The location of the new restaurant has previously been issued a consumption on the premises license in the past for restaurant operations.  The application was completed, and application fees have been paid.  Commissioner Britt motioned to approve an alcoholic beverage license for consumption on the premises for Beer & Wine, and a consumption on the premises license for liquor, for the Pickle Barrel Café Restaurant located at 1017 Park Place Boulevard, Greensboro, Georgia, in the name of Robert Jaworski as the holder of the License.  Commissioner Deering seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Resolution Establishing Millage Rates for the 2015 Tax Digest: Commissioner Human motioned to approve Resolution Number 2015.8.28(a) that establishes millage rates for all tax districts for the 2015 Tax Digest, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Smith seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution Adopting the Fiscal Year 2016 Budget: Commissioner Deering motioned to approve Resolution Number 2015.8.28(b) adopting the Fiscal-Year 2016 Budgets for all Funds of the County, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Dispatch Services Intergovernmental Agreement – Union Point: The Board has discussed the dispatch services being provided to the City of Union Point for the higher levels of service offered as part of the City services, primarily the Union Point Police Department, and the costs associated with such dispatch services being borne by the County rather than passed on to the City of Union Point.  The arrangement in place for dispatch services provided to the City of Greensboro properly includes the provision that the City of Greensboro reimburses the County to offset such costs.  The Board has discussed this matter and indicated that arrangements with Union Point should be implemented to establish equity for the manner in which the costs of these services are funded for the taxpayers and the City of Greensboro.  A meeting has been held with representatives from Union Point to negotiate the terms of the proposed IGA that resulted in a lower initial rate.  Commissioner Smith motioned to adopt the Intergovernmental Agreement for the Provision of Emergency Dispatch Services with the City of Union Point as a one-year Agreement setting the reimbursement rate for the service at $30,000.00.  Commissioner Deering seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
West Lake Road Project:  West Lake Road was accepted into the County Road system early in 2014.  The road is blocked daily due to stacked carline traffic backed-up for Lake Oconee Academy.  The carline prevents regular flow of traffic along West Lake Road including the only entrance into the Del Webb Subdivision.  West Lake Road was built with a significant amount of parallel parking adjacent to the northbound lane, which is the same lane that backs up due to the carline.  The parallel parking is not a solid lane as it has landscaped breaks that prevent it from being one continuous lane.  A project to remove these landscaped break areas could be performed to afford a stacking lane for carline that utilizes what would become a solid stacking lane that extends almost all the way down to the hospital entrance off of West Lake Road.  Such a project would keep the travel lanes on West Lake Road open for egress to Del Webb, the Hospital, emergency services, and other travel patterns.  This project does not resolve traffic congestion relating to school drop-off and pick-up, but the project does afford some relief to other users of the road system in that area.  The County’s Engineer compiled an estimate for the project.  However, with County crews performing portions of the work, the outsourced cost for the project is expected to be less than $50,000.00 and can be funded through SPLOST.  Commissioner Britt motioned approve a SPLOST funded project on West Lake Road to remove landscaped islands existing in the parallel parking lanes to create one solid lane for carline stacking along the road provided that the outsourced construction elements do not exceed $55,000.00.  Motion carried unanimously.
Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 9:30am.
