Several citizens addressed the Board in support of the proposed moratorium.  Commissioner Deering motioned to adopt Resolution Number 2015.10.13 implementing an emergency 60-day Moratorium on Acceptance of Applications for Building Permits for Poultry Production Facilities and Applications for Rezoning of Property to A1 for Poultry Production Use, and to waive the reading of the Resolution.  Commissioner Britt seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
