REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

NOVEMBER 2015
NOVEMBER 9, 2015 WORK SESSION:

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Work Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Deering, Smith, Human, Britt, and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 
Chairman’s Comments: Chairman Bullard advised that there will be a called meeting on December 2nd to discuss economic development with Georgia Power’s Rope Roberts. He also announced that Goodwill Industries will be having a gala and asked fellow Board members to let him know their interest in attending.
Petitions & Communications:

Youth Leadership Greene: Dick Schneider of Youth Leadership Greene gave the Commissioners an overview of the program and its positive benefits in the community.
Minutes: The Minutes from the October 2015 Regular Monthly Meeting, and the October 13, 2015 Called Meeting were discussed.  The Chairman inquired with the Commissioners to determine if any corrections were necessary.  No corrections were noted.  No official action was taken. 
Planning & Zoning:

Request for Rezoning from A1/LR1 to PUD 216.28 acres – Free Byrd Properties: The Commissioners reviewed the proposed rezoning of one parcel from A1/LR1 to PUD and identified in tax map 092, parcel 030, which is located between Walker Church Road (to the West), Point Royal Road (to the East). No official action was taken.
Preliminary Plat Approval – Oconee Land Development, Horseshoe Bend – Section 

V, Lots 126-133 & 135-142:  The Commissioners reviewed the preliminary plat request that would create 16 lots in Reynolds Plantation from 15.95 acres on Parcel 060-0-00-001-0. 
Preliminary Plat Approval – Oconee Land Development, Long Cove: The Commissioners reviewed the preliminary plat request for Long Cove, which would create 20 lots on 16.57 acres in Reynolds Landing. No official action was taken.
Business Items:

Donation of land to the City of White Plains: The Commissioners previously discussed disposal of approximately 30 acres of land owned by the County on Eley Road. The land was used as a soil borrow area up through around the year 2000. No official action was taken.
Workplace Wellness Policy:  The Commissioners were informed that the County received a Wellness Grant through the Association County Commissioners of Georgia (ACCG)  that is intended to improve workplace wellness in an effort to reduce health insurance premiums. A component of the Grant is to have a Workplace Wellness Policy in place. No official action was taken.
Return to Work Policy: The Board discussed adopting a formal policy that will enable the County to get certain discounts on the County’s Worker Compensation Insurance through ACCG Program. No official action was taken.
Budget Adjustments: The Board discussed various budget adjustments related to fiscal year 2015 in preparation for the annual audit. No official action was taken.

District One Commissioner Angela Walker Deering expressed her gratitude for all of the public safety personnel that helped to manage the traffic detour on Highway 44, recognizing that the weather conditions and substantial traffic load made the effort very difficult.

Chairman Bullard led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Call to Order: Chairman Bullard called the Voting Session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Commissioners Deering, Smith, Human, Britt and Chairman Bullard were present.  Also present was County Manager Byron Lombard. 

Chairman’s Comments: Chairman Bullard reported that he attended some Chamber of Commerce strategic planning sessions and shared his observations for lessons the Commissioners could consider when communicating Board of Commissioners business to the public.
Minutes: Commissioner Human motioned to approve the minutes from the October 2015 Regular Monthly Meeting and the October 13, 2015 Called Meeting. Commissioner Smith seconded. Motion carried unanimously, with Chairman Bullard abstaining.
Planning & Zoning:

Request for Rezoning from A1/LR1 to PUD 216.28 acres – Free Byrd Properties: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the rezoning request submitted by Free Byrd Properties for rezoning from A1/ to PUD for 216.28 acres identified as tax map 092, parcel 030. Commissioner Human seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Preliminary Plat Approval – Oconee Land Development, Horseshoe Bend – Section 

V, Lots 126-133 & 135-142: Commissioner Smith motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat request submitted by Oconee Land Development Company for Horseshoe Bend, Section V, Lots 126-133 & 135-142 totaling 16 lots in Reynolds Plantation from 15.95 acres of land. Commissioner Deering seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Preliminary Plat Approval – Oconee Land Development, Long Cove: Commissioner Human motioned to approve the Preliminary Plat request submitted by Oconee Land Development Company for Long Cove, Lots 101-121, creating 20 lots in Reynolds Landing from 16.57 acres of land. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Business Items:

Donation of land to the City of White Plains: Commissioner Deering motioned to adopt Resolution Authorizing the Transfer of Certain Real Property to the City of White Plains, Georgia and for other Lawful Purposes, and to waive the reading of the Resolution. Commissioner Human seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Workplace Wellness Policy: Commissioner Britt motioned to approve the Workplace Wellness Policy for the Greene County Board of Commissioners’ workforce. Commissioner Deering seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

Return to Work Policy: Commissioner Deering motioned to approve the Return to Work Policy for the Greene County Board of Commissioners’ workforce. Commissioner Britt seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Budget Adjustments: Commissioner Human motioned to approve the necessary budget adjustments for the 2015 Fiscal Year as submitted for all Funds. Commissioner Deering seconded. Motioned carried unanimously.
Executive Session: Commissioner Human motioned to enter into Executive Session to discuss litigation. Commissioner Deering seconded. The Board entered executive session at 5:27 p.m. by unanimous vote.
Adjournment: Chairman Bullard adjourned the meeting at 5:57 p.m.
